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CICAD/NIDA COMPETITIVE RESEARCH AWARD FUND 
Call for Papers October 2007
The CICAD/NIDA Research Award Fund is a joint effort between the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) through the Inter-American Observatory on Drugs (OID), and the National Institute on Drug Abuse (NIDA) of the United States.  Its purpose is to promote drug research in academic institutions, and support young investigators carrying out their studies in the drug field.
Eligibility 

1) Applicant must be a pre or post graduate student, currently enrolled in a university.

2) Applicants should receive supervision from a professor at their university on their research study.

3) All proposals must be approved by, and submitted to CICAD through the national drug commission in the country that retains ownership of the database.  

Preference will be given to applicants who are carrying out special studies, or thesis work on drug abuse.

Processes
1) CICAD will hold the call for research awards from the Executive Secretariat of CICAD, indicating the selection criteria, instructions, and deadlines to turn in proposals.  
2) The national anti-drug commissions will receive the proposals pertaining only to their country and will evaluate them based on. the studies ability to contribute to the body of scientific knowledge on the drug problem in the country.  
3) Once the national anti-drug commissions have selected the study or studies that they support, they certify their recommendations, and deliver them to the Executive Secretariat of CICAD.
4) Once CICAD receives the proposals from all the participating countries, and the deadlines have passed, CICAD will hold a meeting of the selection committee.  Only proposals selected will receive a formal response from CICAD.  
CICAD-NIDA Selection Criteria
The studies which will receive awards will be selected based upon the following criteria:  1) Relevance of study objectives
2) Significance for current research in the country
3) Ability to impart new and useful information
4) Intent and feasibility for publication in a scientific journal or presentation at a national/regional/or international conference.

4) Budgetary framework
Although all research proposals will be considered, special interest will be given to proposals which involve the secondary analysis of existing databases, especially those from national drug use surveys, for example, secondary analysis of databases from national secondary school surveys.  
Guidelines for Drafting Proposals

Each proposal should be between 3 and 5 pages in length, and should contain the following:

A. Proposal Submission Form (see attached form)
B. Project Title

C. Introduction (maximum one page) – summary of current drug research in your country.

D. Justification (one or two pages):  State how your paper will contribute to drug abuse research in your country.

E. Objectives

F. Hypothesis or description of proposed analysis (approximately one paragraph).

G. Methodology (maximum one page):  

H. Expected results or outcome (one or two paragraphs)
I. Timeline and budget
Submission Process

Proposals should be submitted through the national drug council in your country.  Each national drug council must certify that they approve and support the proposal by signing the Proposal Submission Form.  The national drug council is responsible for submitting proposals to the CICAD Executive Secretariat for Consideration.
